Restored title, enacting clause.  Add coauthors

Add a provision mandating the monies accruing to the credit of the Color Oklahoma Revolving Fund be budgeted and expended pursuant to a contract with the Oklahoma Native Plant Society.

Eliminate a provision stating that no other license plate or fees shall be required for qualified spouses of deceased veterans who have been awarded the Purple Heart and apply for the Purple Heart Recipient License Plate.

Add provision stating the fee for the Disabled Veteran License Plate is in addition to all other registration fees provided by law, except registration fees in Section 1132.  This eliminated a provision that limited all fees for such license plates to five dollars.


Add provision limiting Alpha Kappa Alpha License Plates to members of the Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority.


Add provisions governing the creation and design of the Central Oklahoma Habitat for Humanity License Plate.


Add provision moving the proceeds of the Historic Route 66 License Plate from the Oklahoma Tourism and Recreation Department to the Oklahoma Historical Society, provided that said proceeds are then distributed to the Route 66 Museum in Clinton, Oklahoma.


Add provision creating the Armed Forces Veterans Motorcycle License Plate and the 45th Infantry Division Museum Fund from the proceeds of the License Plate.


Add provisions authorizing the Oklahoma Tax Commission to design and issue special license plates that meet minimum standards and qualifications including lack of advertisement, consistency with state civil rights laws and five hundred prepaid applications.  The provisions then spell out how the proceeds will be distributed, if applicable.  The License Plate Special Program Assistance Revolving Fund to govern the proceeds raised under these provsions.
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
