SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  The Supreme Court and the Court of Civil Appeals for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2006, shall be subject to the following budgetary limitations on full-time-equivalent employees, excluding active retired judges, and expenditures, excluding expenditures for capital and special projects and excluding lawful expenditures from the State Judicial Fund, except as may be authorized pursuant to the provisions of Section 3603 of Title 74 of the Oklahoma Statutes:
