BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     AMENDATORY     19 O.S. 2001, Section 527, is amended to read as follows:

Section 527.  The Any county sheriff, treasurer, assessor, or Board of County Commissioners in a county having a population of at least four hundred fifty thousand (450,000) persons according to the latest Federal Decennial Census shall have the authority to employ a general counsel, either in-house as a staff attorney or through an outside law firm, to advise or represent the sheriff that officer and the his or her office of the sheriff in the performance of the official duties of that office.  A general counsel employed pursuant to this section shall be compensated from the funds of the employing county office.  A general counsel employed by the Board of County Commissioners pursuant to this section shall be compensated from the county general fund.
SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  This act shall become effective November 1, 2005.”
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
