Representative Wilt, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 2:45 p.m., in room 512A, at the State Capitol Building.

Roll Call

Roll was called.  Members present at the meeting included: Vice Chairman Worthen, Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Thompson and Toure.
A quorum was present.

Chairman Wilt recognized Representative Toure to introduce special guests, two students from Dunbar Elementary School and his son, Jabar Toure.

House Bill No. 2530 by Miller (Doug) of the House was considered.  Representative Doug Miller was recognized to explain the bill and answer questions.  He explained that Representative Cooksey had introduced a similar bill (HB 2988), so they collaborated on this bill and she had authored three amendments.  Amendment 1 was considered first, offered by Representative Cooksey, to amend HB 2530 on Page 4, Section 1, paragraph 7, subparagraph a, division 2, Line 8, by inserting the word “accurate” after the word “the” on Line 8 and before the word “determination” on Line 9.  Representative Toure moved to accept the amendment by unanimous consent.  Amendment 1 passed without objection.  Amendment 2 was considered next, offered by Representative Cooksey, to amend HB 2530 on Page 4, Section 1, paragraph 7, subparagraph a, division 2, Line 11, by inserting the words “for a survey” after the word “parcels” on Line 11.  Representative Toure moved to accept the amendment by unanimous consent.  Amendment 2 passed without objection.  Amendment 3 was the last amendment considered, offered by Representative Cooksey, to amend HB 2530 on Page 4, Section 1, paragraph 7, subparagraph a, division 2, Line 29, by inserting the words “for a survey” after the word “volumes” on Line 29.  Chairman Wilt moved to accept the amendment by unanimous consent.  Amendment 3 passed without objection.  Vice Chairman Worthen moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Toure.  All members present voted in favor, the motion carried 8 to 0 – Toure, Hamilton, Peterson (Ron), Cooksey, Morrissette, Thompson, Worthen and Wilt.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended” as a Committee Substitute.  Chairman Wilt reminded Representative Doug Miller that he needs to have a Senate Author.  Representative Doug Miller later submitted Senator Cliff Branan as the Principal Senate Author.
Chairman Wilt announced that HB 2751 by Thompson would be laid over and heard the following week.

House Bill No. 2891 by Denney of the House was considered.  Representative Denney was recognized to explain the bill and answer questions.  Representative Denney indicated she also had a fiscal impact statement for the bill.  Representative Morrissette asked questions on Section D of Section 2 of the bill.  Chairman Wilt also recognized Cathy Kilpatrick, Executive Director of the Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners, to answer questions on the bill.  Representatives Morrissette, Toure, and Ron Peterson asked further questions.  Representative Morrissette asked if the author was willing to lay the bill over to work on the language in the final section of the bill.  Representative Denney agreed to lay the bill over until next week to work out different language.

Chairman Wilt adjourned the committee at 3:02 p.m. to reconvene at the call of the chair.
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
