Representative Wilt, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 3:04 p.m., in room 512A, at the State Capitol Building.

Roll Call

Roll was called.  Members present at the meeting included: Vice-Chair Worthen, Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, and Toure.

Representative Hamilton asked the Chairman if anyone representing the Speaker’s proxy was present.  The Chairman indicated that no one representing the Speaker’s proxy was present at the meeting.

A quorum was present.

House Bill No. 1519 by Lindley of the House was considered.  Representative Lindley was recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Representative Lindley explained that the two repealed sections repealed the current ban on tattooing and the fines associated with violations of the current act.  One amendment was offered by Representative Wright.  Amendment 1 passed by unanimous consent.  Representative Toure moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Hamilton.  Motion carried 6 to 3; Peterson (Ron), Thompson, and Worthen opposed.  Representative Lindley did acknowledge that he accepted Senator Shurden as the Principal Senate Author on House Bill 1519.  The bill was reported out of committee with one amendment.

House Bill No. 1278 by Peters of the House was considered.  Representative Peters and the Fire Marshall of Oklahoma City, John Long, were recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Representative Morrissette and Representative Hamilton asked to be coauthors on the bill, Representative Peters accepted.  Representative Toure moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Hamilton.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  Representative Peters noted that he did agree to Senator Myers as the Principal Senate Author on House Bill 1278.  The bill was reported out of committee with no amendments.

House Bill No. 1360 by Case of the House was considered.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent to accept a committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed to adopt the committee substitute as the working version.  Representative Case was recognized to explain the bill.  Representative Hamilton moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Ron Peterson.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  Representative Case reported that he had accepted Senator Monson as the Principal Senate Author.  The bill was reported out of committee as a committee substitute.

House Bill No. 1478 by Case of the House was considered.  Representative Case and Dean Taylor, Executive Vice President of the Oklahoma Society of Accountants, were recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Representative Case asked the Chairman for unanimous consent to have the bill held over until a later date.  The Chairman posed the unanimous consent request to have the bill held over until a later date, the motion was accepted with any objection.

House Bill No. 1510 by Worthen of the House was not considered.  Chairman Wilt announced that House Bill 1510 would be held over until the next committee meeting.

House Bill No. 1656 by Danny Morgan of the House was considered.  Representative Danny Morgan was recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  One Amendment was offered by Representative Morgan.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent on Amendment 1.  Amendment 1 was adopted without any objection.  Representative Toure moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Hamilton.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  The bill was reported out of committee with one amendment.

House Bill No. 1662 by Representative Terrill of the House was considered.  Representative Terrill was recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Ed Pack, an asbestos removal consultant, was also recognized to further explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Shumate.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  Representative Terrill noted that he accepted Senator Leftwich as the Principal Senate Author.  The bill was reported out of committee with no amendments

Chairman Wilt turned the chair over to Vice Chairman Worthen for the remainder of the legislation on the agenda.

House Bill No. 1607 by Representative Doug Miller of the House was considered.  Representative Doug Miller and Kathy Hart, Executive Director of the Oklahoma State Board of Registration for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors, were recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Thompson.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  Representative Doug Miller acknowledged that he had accepted Senator Branan as the Principal Senate Author.  The bill was reported out of committee with no amendments.

House Bill No. 1608 by Representative Doug Miller of the House was considered.  Representative Doug Miller and Ann Woody, with the Oklahoma Real Estate Commission, were recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  One Amendment was offered by Representative Wilt.  The amendment passed by unanimous consent.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Thompson.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  Representative Doug Miller acknowledged that he had accepted Senator Branan as the Principal Senate Author.  The bill as amended will be reported as a committee substitute.

House Bill No. 1609 by Representative Doug Miller of the House was considered.  Representative Doug Miller was recognized to explain the bill and answer questions from the members.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Thompson.  All members voted in favor:  Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson, Toure, Worthen and Wilt.  Representative Doug Miller acknowledged that he had accepted Senator Laster as the Principal Senate Author.  The bill was reported out of committee with no amendments.
