Representative Wilt, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 3:52 p.m., in room 512A, at the State Capitol Building.

Roll Call

Roll was called.  Members present at the meeting included: Vice Chairman Worthen, Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, Thompson and Toure. 
A quorum was present.

House Bill No. 3003 by Morgan (Fred) of the House was not considered.  The Chairman announced that this bill would be laid over.

House Bill No. 2891 by Denney of the House was considered.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent to adopt the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection, the committee substitute was adopted.  Representative Denney was recognized to explain the bill.  No questions were asked of the author.  Representative Toure moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Ron Peterson.  All members voted in favor, the motion carried 9 to 0 – Toure, Hamilton, Peterson (Ron), Cooksey, Morrissette, Shumate, Thompson, Worthen and Wilt voted in favor.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended” as a Committee Substitute.
House Bill No. 3119 by Terrill of the House was considered.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent to adopt the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection, the committee substitute was adopted.  Representative Terrill was recognized to explain the bill.  Chairman Wilt asked for any questions.  Representative Toure raised a Point of Order for the committee to consider the bill on the basis the bill created new law, amended or repealed law in several different Titles of the Oklahoma Statutes and the bill dealt with varying subjects, such as regulating state employees, voter registration, public assistance funding and education.  Chairman Wilt did not observe the Point of Order due to the fact that the legislature many times considers and passes bills affecting a number of different titles in one piece of legislation.  Representative Morrissette objected to consideration of the bill citing that portions of the bill violate Article V of the Oklahoma Constitution.  Chairman Wilt said he would not recognize the objection to consideration motion since no one objected to adopting the committee substitute.  Representative Morrissette made a motion to lay the bill on the table, which was seconded by Representative Hamilton.  The motion to lay on the table failed 4 to 5, Toure, Hamilton, Morrissette and Shumate voted in favor; Peterson (Ron), Cooksey, Thompson, Worthen and Wilt opposed.  Consideration of the bill continued with questions to the author from Representative Morrissette.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Vice Chairman Worthen.  The motion carried 5 to 4 – Peterson (Ron), Cooksey, Thompson, Worthen and Wilt voted in favor; Toure, Hamilton, Morrissette and Shumate opposed.  Representative Terrill introduced Carol Helm with the Immigration Reform for Oklahoma Now (IRON), who was available to answer any questions.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended” as a Committee Substitute.
Chairman Wilt turned the chair over to Vice Chairman Worthen for the presentation of House Bill 2379.

House Bill No. 2379 by Wilt of the House was considered.  Chairman Wilt was recognized to explain the bill.  Representative Toure moved a recommendation of “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Hamilton.  All members present voted in favor, the motion carried 9 to 0 – Toure, Hamilton, Peterson (Ron), Cooksey, Morrissette, Shumate, Thompson, Wilt and Worthen voted in favor.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass”.
