Representative Wilt, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m., in room 512A, at the State Capitol Building.

Roll Call

Roll was called.  Members present at the meeting included: Vice Chairman Worthen, Cooksey, Hamilton, Morrissette, Peterson (Ron), Shumate, and Thompson.
A quorum was present.

House Bill No. 1986 by Ingmire of the House was considered.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent to accept the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection.  Representative Ingmire was recognized to explain the bill.  The following members were recognized to ask questions of the author of the bill:  Morrissette, Vice Chairman Worthen, and Peterson (Ron).  Representative Hamilton moved “Do Pass” on the Committee Substitute for House Bill 1986, which was seconded by Representative Morrissette.  Motion carried 6 to 2, Peterson (Ron) and Worthen opposed.  The bill was reported out of committee as a committee substitute.
House Bill No. 1774 by Hastings of the House was considered.  Representative Hastings was recognized to explain the bill.  Representative Hastings noted that he did agree to Senator Lerblance as the Principal Senate Author on House Bill 1774.  Vice Chairman Worthen moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Ron Peterson.  Motion carried 8 to 0.  The bill was reported out of committee with no amendments.

House Bill No. 1903 by Hastings of the House was considered.  Representative Hastings was recognized to explain the bill.  One Amendment was offered by Chairman Wilt.  Chairman Wilt explained Amendment 1.  Representative Ron Peterson moved to accept Amendment 1, which was seconded by Representative Shumate.  Amendment 1 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote.  Representative Hastings acknowledged that he accepted Senator Adelson as the Principal Senate Author on House Bill 1903.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Shumate.  Motion carried 8 to 0.  Chairman Wilt asked by unanimous consent that the bill be reported out of committee as a Committee Substitute.  The motion passed without objection.  The bill was reported out of committee as a committee substitute.

House Bill 1973 by Perry of the House was not considered.  Chairman Wilt announced that House Bill 1973 would be held over for further review by the author and interested parties.
House Bill 1510 by Worthen of the House was considered.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent to accept the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection.  Vice Chairman Worthen was recognized to explain the bill.  The following members were recognized to ask questions of the author of the bill:  Morrissette, Peterson (Ron) and Shumate.  Theresa Stewart, President of the Oklahoma Association of Realtors, was also recognized to explain the bill and answer questions.  Vice Chairman Worthen indicated he had accepted Senator Paddack as the Principal Senate Author on House Bill 1510.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass” on the Committee Substitute for House Bill 1510, which was seconded by Representative Thompson.  Motion carried 8 to 0.  The bill was reported out of committee as a committee substitute.
House Bill No. 1657 by Danny Morgan of the House was considered.  The Chairman asked for unanimous consent to accept the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection.  Representative Danny Morgan was recognized to explain the committee substitute for the bill and answer questions from the members. Representative Ron Peterson and Vice Chairman Worthen were recognized to ask questions of the author.  Representative Morgan noted he had accepted Senator Coates as the Principal Senate Author.  Representative Ron Peterson moved “Do Pass As Amended” on the Committee Substitute for House Bill 1657, which was seconded by Representative Shumate.  Motion carried 7 to 1, Cooksey opposed.  The bill was reported out of committee as a committee substitute.

House Bill No. 1526 by Lindley of the House was considered.  Representative Lindley was recognized to explain the bill, along with an attorney with the City of Oklahoma City.  Representative Shumate and Representative Morrissette were recognized to ask questions on the bill.  One Amendment was offered by Vice Chairman Worthen.  Vice Chairman Worthen withdrew the amendment and moved “Do Pass” on the bill, which was seconded by Representative Hamilton.  Motion failed 4 to 4, Peterson (Ron), Cooksey, Thompson and Worthen opposed.  The bill was not reported out of committee due to the failed “Do Pass” motion.
