Representative Armes, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m., in the House Chamber, at the State Capitol Building.
Roll Call

Roll was called.  Eight members were present at the meeting: Auffet, Vice Chairman Covey, DeWitt, Peters, Piatt, Shoemake, and Wilt. Roan was absent.
A quorum was present.

House Bill No. 2482 by Rousselot of the House was considered.  Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent to adopt the committee substitute as the working version. Representative Rousselot was recognized to explain House Bill 2482.  Representative DeWitt moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Shoemake.  The motion carried 7 to 0.  Wilt, Piatt, DeWitt, Peters, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes all voted in favor. Roan and Auffet were absent for the vote.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended”.
House Bill No. 2804 by Reynolds of the House was considered.  Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent to adopt the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection, the committee substitute was adopted.  Representative Reynolds was recognized to explain House Bill 2804.  Representative Shoemake offered an amendment, and Representative Peters then asked a question of Representative Shoemake about the amendment. The amendment was adopted by unanimous consent. Representative Piatt asked a question about the bill, then offered an amendment which was adopted by unanimous consent.  Representative Piatt moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Wilt.  The motion carried 8 to 0.  Representatives Wilt, Piatt, DeWitt, Peters, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes all voted in favor. Roan was absent for the vote.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended”.
House Bill No. 2984 by Jett of the House was considered.  Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent to adopt the committee substitute as the working version.  Unanimous consent passed without objection, the committee substitute was adopted.  Representative Jett was recognized to explain House Bill 2984.  Representatives Piatt, Covey, and Wilt asked questions.  Representative Wilt offered an amendment, which was adopted by unanimous consent. Representative Peters moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Piatt.  The motion carried 8 to 0.  Wilt, Piatt, DeWitt, Peters, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes.  Roan did not vote.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended”.
