Representative Armes, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 2:20 p.m., in room 412C, at the State Capitol Building.

Roll Call

Roll was called.  Members present at the meeting included: Auffet, Vice-Chairman Covey, DeWitt, Peters (Ron), Roan, Wilt.  Representatives Piatt and Shoemake were present following the presentation of Senate Bill 41, during Senate Bill 484 and for the duration of the meeting.
A quorum was present.

Engrossed Senate Bill No. 41 by Wilcoxson and Lawler of the Senate and Young of the House was considered.  Representative Young was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 41.  Representative Wilt asked questions on Engrossed Senate Bill 41.  Representative Ron Peters moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Wilt.  All members present voted in favor:  Wilt, DeWitt, Peters (Ron), Roan, Auffet, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass.”
Engrossed Senate Bill No. 474 by Rabon of the Senate and Pruett of the House was not considered.  It is being laid over until further notice.

Engrossed Senate Bill No. 484 by Lawler of the Senate and DeWitt of the House was considered.  Representative DeWitt was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 484.  Joe Neal Hampton with the Oklahoma Grain and Feed Association was also recognized to speak about the bill.  Representatives Wilt, Shoemake, Piatt, Covey and Ron Peters asked questions on Engrossed Senate Bill 484.  Representative DeWitt moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Ron Peters.  The motion carried 8 to 1.  Representatives Piatt, DeWitt, Peters (Ron), Roan, Auffet, Shoemake, Covey and Armes voted in favor or the motion, Representative Wilt opposed.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass.”
Chairman Armes turned the chair over to Vice-Chairman Covey in order to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 599 on the agenda.
Engrossed Senate Bill No. 599 by Gumm of the Senate and Armes of the House was considered.  Representative Armes was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill No 599.  Steve Thompson, Executive Director of the Department of Environmental Quality was also recognized to explain the bill.  Representative Wilt asked questions on Engrossed Senate Bill 599.  Representative Roan moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Piatt.  All members voted in favor:  Wilt, Piatt, DeWitt, Peters (Ron), Roan, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass.”
