Chairman Armes, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m., in room 412C, at the State Capitol Building.

Roll Call

Roll was called.  Members present at the meeting included: Auffet, Vice-Chairman Covey, DeWitt, Peters, Piatt, Roan, Shoemake, Wilt.
A quorum was present.

Engrossed Senate Bill No. 932 by Nichols of the Senate and Balkman of the House was considered.  Representative Balkman was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 932.  Amendment 1 was offered by Chairman Armes on Page 1, Section 1, Lines 12-14, By deleting from the word “REPEALER” to the period “.” and inserting in lieu thereof the following:


“AMENDATORY
82 O.S. 2001, Section 1618, as amended by Section 18, Chapter 46, O.S.L. 2002 (82 O.S. Supp. 2004, Section 1618) is amended to read as follows:


Section 1618.  The provisions of the Oklahoma Floodplain Management Act shall not apply to those counties, municipalities or other agencies which are in compliance with the federal floodplain regulations as of the date of this act and are were participating in the program prior to May 13, 1980.  Beginning November 1, 2005, persons designated to administer the floodplain requirements of the counties, municipalities or other agencies exempt from the Oklahoma Floodplain Management Act pursuant to this section shall be accredited by the Oklahoma Water Resources Board in the same manner as the Board accredits floodplain administrators.”

Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent to accept the amendment.  Amendment 1 passed without objection.  Representative Roan asked a question on Engrossed Senate Bill 932.  Representative Roan moved Amendment 2 on Page 1, Lines 7-8, to restore the title, which was seconded Representative Peters.  Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent on Amendment 2, which passed without objection.  Representative Roan moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Wilt.  All members voted in favor:  Wilt, Piatt, DeWitt, Peters, Roan, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended” as a committee substitute.
Engrossed Senate Bill No. 304 by Lerblance of the Senate and Harrison of the House was considered.  Representative Harrison was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 304.  One amendment was offered by Representative Harrison on Page 1, Section, 1, Line 17, After the word “may” and before the word “perform” by deleting the word “only”.  Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent to accept the amendment.  Amendment 1 passed without objection.  Representatives Piatt, Armes and Wilt asked questions on Engrossed Senate Bill 304.  Representative Roan moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative DeWitt.  The motion carried 6 to 3.  Representatives DeWitt, Roan, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes voted in favor of the recommendation, Wilt, Piatt and Peters opposed.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended”.
Engrossed Senate Bill No. 356 by Wyrick, Easley and Gumm of the Senate and Glenn of the House was considered.  Amendment 1 was offered by Chairman Armes on Page 1, Line 11, By striking the enacting clause.  Chairman Armes asked for unanimous consent to accept the amendment.  Amendment 1 passed without objection.  Representative Glenn was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 356.  Representatives Wilt, Peters, Piatt and Armes questions on the bill.  Miles Tolbert, Secretary of Environment, was also recognized to answer questions and explain the bill.  Representative Shoemake moved “Do Pass As Amended”, which was seconded by Representative Auffet.  The motion carried 9 to 0.  Representatives Wilt, Piatt, DeWitt, Peters, Roan, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes voted in favor of the recommendation.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass As Amended” as a committee substitute.

Engrossed Senate Bill No. 604 by Shurden of the Senate and Turner of the House was considered.   Representative Turner was recognized to explain Engrossed Senate Bill 604.  Representatives Wilt, Auffet, DeWitt and Shoemake questions on the bill.  Representative Roan moved “Do Pass”, which was seconded by Representative Shoemake.  The motion carried 8 to 1.  Representatives Piatt, DeWitt, Peters, Roan, Auffet, Shoemake, Vice-Chairman Covey and Chairman Armes voted in favor of the recommendation, Representative Wilt opposed.  The bill was reported out of committee with a recommendation of “Do Pass”.

Chairman Armes announced that the Environment and Natural Resources Committee would possibly meet again next week during the same early time.
