Chairman DeWitt declared a quorum present.
CONSIDERATION AND ACTION ON BILLS

HB 1812
Representative Armes explained the bill and answered questions from the members.
Representative Richardson proposed an amendment: 

Page 7, line 20, after the word “drugs” and before the word “from” adding the words “for food animals”;

Page 7, line 22, after the word “prescription” and before the word “of” adding the words or “or order”;

Page 7, line 24, after the word “when” and before the word “veterinary” adding the words “a valid” replacing the words “an existing”;

Page 7, line 24, after the word “to” and before the word “this adding “the provisions of”;

Page 7, line 27, by inserting a new paragraph before “Section 3” to read as follows:

“Affidavit requirement. Concomitant with any written prescription, the veterinarian must sign a standard affidavit verifying that a valid veterinarian-client-patient-relationship (VCPR) is in place. The same affidavit must be signed by the person responsible for administration of the drug. Copies of said affidavit must be retained for three (3) years by the distributor/wholesale, end user of the drug and veterinarian.

“It shall be a violation of state law if any prescription drug is used other than according to the label unless directed through a valid VCPR.

“It shall be a violation of state law for a wholesaler or distributor to sell a prescription labeled drug to an end user without a valid VCPR in place.”

Rep. Richardson deferred questions concerning the amendment to Dr. Bill Clay, of the Oklahoma Veterinary Medical Association.

Rep. Rousselot moved to table the amendment; seconded by Sweeden. The motion was adopted by voice vote.

Reps. Billy and Hickman joined the meeting.

Rep. Sweeden moved DO PASS on the bill; seconded by Rep. Rousselot.

The Do Pass was approved as follows:

NAY: Billy
HB 1471
Representative DeWitt explained the bill.
Rep. DeWitt proposed an amendment:

Page 1, Section 1, Lines 24-32

After the “.” by deleting all language from the word “Any” through the “.” on line 32 and inserting the following language in lieu thereof:

“No political subdivision shall regulate the registration, packaging, labeling, sale, storage, distribution, use or application of seeds. No political subdivision shall adop or continue in effect local orders, ordinances, or regulations in this field, except for those relating to taxation, relating to registration, packaging, labeling, sale, storage, distribution, use or application of seeds. Local legislation in violation of this section is void and unenforceable.”
Rep. Sweeden moved Do Pass on the amendment; seconded by Rep. Armes. The amendment was approved by a voice vote.

Rep. Armes moved DO PASS AS AMENDED on the bill; seconded by Rep. Rousselot.
The Do Pass as Amended motion was approved as follows:

AYE: Armes, Billy, Covey, Hickman, Hyman, Johnson, McMullen, McPeak, Roggow, Rousselot, Sweeden, Richardson and DeWitt
NAY: None
By unanimous consent the bill will be reported out of committee as a COMMITTEE SUBSTITUTE.
