War on Terror Memorial Design Committee
Minutes

October 11, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Slavonic at 4:10 p.m.

Roll was called.  The following members were present: Sen. Hobson, Mr. McWhirter, Ms. Price, Mr. Rainbow, Mr. Richard, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Wynn, Vice Chairman Rep. Banz, Chairman Slavonic.  A quorum was present.
Other persons in attendance were Aron Storck and Debby Williams.

Mr. Rainbow moved acceptance of the minutes, Mr. Thomas seconded. Mr. Wynn abstained.  Motion adopted.

Ms. Price then led a discussion of the Artist Selection Process document. regarding design criteria and procedures to be followed.  Input will be received from advisors for architectural and historical accuracy to be used as input for the committee to make the final selection.  Written notes from advisors will be required.  The committee will have the authority to solicit expertise as needed to ensure all needed areas are considered..  An addition was added to the document as follows:
Under item 5. Stage 1 -  Evaluation and Selection, the second sentence of the first paragraph is deleted and changed to read: The Advisors view the designs and make appropriate advisory notes for the Committee.  The advisory notes, to accompany the subject design, are based on the Advisor’s professional expertise regarding any design concept that would not be historically correct, appropriate or feasible to fabricate.
Mr. Rainbow moved acceptance of the document to include the above addition.  Mr. McWhirter seconded.  Motion adopted.

A final version of the document will be distributed to all members at the next committee meeting.

A discussion regarding the Purple Heart Memorial ensued.  The Purple Heart Memorial will be considered for possible inclusion as part of the overall veteran’s complex.  Chairman Slavonic suggested that the Purple Heart Memorial may also be displayed in some manner in the Capitol.

Mr. Richard emphasized that the overall design of the memorial park will ensure that no one monument will overshadow the others.  A key architectural guideline will be that all memorials will be in equal proportion.

Rep. Banz emphasized that it is becoming evident that the War on Terror Memorial will become part of the larger veteran’s memorial park which is outside of this committee’s mission and scope.  Mr. Richard reiterated that he welcomes the added support this committee can bring to the larger project as location, size, and funding are all outstanding issues and formidable tasks.
Mr. Richard presented preliminary schematics of possible sites for the veteran’s memorial.  The question of where the capitol will be viewed from the park is an outstanding issue and Mr. Richard will be obtaining input from veteran’s groups.  He reiterated that these are preliminary sites and he will keep the committee updated as the master project progresses.

A discussion of the election of officers ensued.  Mr.. Rainbow moved that the current officers of the committee remain in place until after the December meeting.  Mr. Richard seconded.  Motion adopted.

Rep. Banz moved that the November 8 meeting be cancelled due to timing with the elections and the reality of new members being appointed to the committee.  Mr. Richard seconded.  Motion passed.  Rep. Banz stated that the secretary of state’s office will need to be notified of this cancellation.  Aron Storck will handle this.
Chairman Slavonic reminded members to submit letters authorizing replacements at meetings.  

The next meeting of the Committee is called for December 13, 2006.
