The bill as amended will be reported as a committee substitute.

A motion was made for Do Pass.  The motion passed 13 to 1. HB 1378-  Representative Liebmann was recognized to explain the bill.  A committee substitute was accepted. Representative Liebmann asked to have the bill held over and heard at a later date.

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COMMITTEE RULES FOR RULES
1. Attendance will be kept.  Please be on time.

2. Each vote which results in final action on a bill in the committee will be a recorded roll call vote.

3. You will be expected to bring your copies of the bills on our agenda.  Only a few extra copies will be provided for guests.

4. Members introducing bills in the committee must provide the chairman with a Senate Co-author slip before the bill can be passed out of the committee.

5. Each member presenting a bill in the committee must provide a short summary explaining the intent of the bill to the chairman by 4:30 the day prior to the scheduled hearing.

6. All comments and questions shall be addressed to the chairman.  The chair will recognize as appropriate.

7. Any substantive amendments to a bill must be submitted by a House member to the chairman by 4:30 the day prior to the scheduled hearing of the bill by Non-Members.  (Fifteen copies should be provided to the chairman for distribution to committee members).

8. A letter requesting your bill be heard is required.  If, however, no request letter is received, we must assume you do not wish you bill to be heard.

9. Any guest wishing to speak to the committee with regard to a bill on the agenda must fill out or provide a card for the chairman, with the speaker’s name, association, brief explanation of comment(s).  The non-member will be recognized by the Chair at the appropriate time.

10. Committee Substitutes, submitted by members & Non-Members, must be presented to the committee chairman by 4:30 the day prior to the proposed bill hearing.
