DEFERRED MAINTENANCE & CONSTRUCTION NEEDS TASK FORCE 
SEPTEMBER 15th, 2005

I.  Chairman DePue called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 a.m. and introduced the Task Force members.  Members present: Rep. DePue, Rep. Liebmann, Sen. Coates, Claudia San Pedro, Jim Joseph.  Members absent: Col. Richards, Gary Jones, Senator Bass.

II.  Chairman DePue reiterated the assignment of the Task Force to issue a report to the executive and legislative bodies to include the following:

1.  Recommendations for a deferred capital process for the state that would include a capital budget for the state to be submitted to the legislature every year for review and funding;

2.  A prioritized list of current deferred maintenance and capital needs which includes consideration of energy efficiency and safety of structures in the determination of priorities; and

3.  A proposal for funding which could include a bond program.

III.  Dave Brown of the Department of Central Services and Gene Lidyard, Risk Management Advisor presented information on the types of properties and the risk assessments used to assess the insurability of properties owned by the State.  

IV.  James Joseph, State Bond Advisor presented a draft of proposed sources of revenue to address maintenance needs.  An addition to the list was a suggestion that the bond structures be written to allow a deferral of monies to a fund on each bond project to address maintenance needs.  Tim Martin presented information the current aspects of the Long-Range Planning Commission that may interact with the Task Force mission. 
V.  Chairman DePue asked that Dave Brown gather additional deferred maintenance and capital improvement needs from all agencies and present the information at the next meeting.
Chairman DePue asked that Office of State Finance Director Claudia San Pedro, Representative Liebmann and Bond Advisor Jim Joseph discuss and prepare information on the possible funding sources available for deferred maintenance needs. 

Chairman DePue asked that Dave Brown work with Jim Joseph on developing a criteria that can be used to prioritize the deferred maintenance and construction needs already present.

Chairman DePue asked that Senator Coates examine how Higher Education fits into the mission of the Task Force.

VI.  Chairman DePue adjourned the meeting at approximately 10:30 a.m.
