<StartFT>A Joint Resolution directing the Secretary of State to refer to the people for their approval or rejection proposed amendments to Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <31a> of Article  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Article No.> <VI>, Section 8 of Article XIII, and Section 1 of Article XIII-B of the Constitution of the State of Oklahoma and a proposed amendment to the Constitution of the State of Oklahoma by adding a new section to Article  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Article No.> <XIII> to be designated as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <9>; adding a student advisory member to certain boards of regents; providing for appointment by the Governor; specifying type of membership; limiting power and liability of student advisory members; establishing term of office; establishing eligibility requirements; directing the Legislature to enact laws adding a student advisory member to certain boards of regents; providing for appointment by the Governor; specifying type of membership; limiting power and liability of student advisory members; establishing term of office; establishing eligibility requirements; providing ballot title; and directing filing. <EndFT>
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE OF THE 1ST SESSION OF THE 51ST OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  The Secretary of State shall refer to the people for their approval or rejection, as and in the manner provided by law, the following proposed amendment to Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <31a> of Article  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Article No.> <VI> of the Constitution of the State of Oklahoma to read as follows:

Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <31a>.  A.  There is hereby created a Board of Regents for the Oklahoma Agricultural and Mechanical College and all Agricultural and Mechanical Schools and Colleges maintained in whole or in part by the State.  The Board shall consist of nine (9) members, eight (8) members to be appointed by the Governor by and with the advice and consent of the Senate, a majority of whom shall be farmers, and the ninth member shall be the President of the State Board of Agriculture.  Any vacancy occurring among the appointed members shall be filled by appointment of the Governor by and with the advice and consent of the Senate.  The members of the Board shall be removable only for cause as provided by law for the removal of officers not subject to impeachment.  The members shall be appointed for terms of eight (8) years each, with one term expiring each year, provided that the members of the first Board shall be appointed for terms of from one (1) to eight (8) years respectively.  Provided that no No State, National or County officer shall ever be appointed as a member of said Board of Regents until two years after his the tenure as such the officer has ceased.

B.  In addition to the nine members, the Governor shall appoint with the advice and consent of the Senate one person to serve as the student advisory member to the Board of Regents for the Oklahoma Agricultural and Mechanical Colleges.  The student advisory member shall be a nonvoting, advisory member of the Board of Regents and shall represent the viewpoint and interests of the students.  The student advisory member shall have all privileges to speak and participate in the meetings and activities of the Board of Regents but shall not be considered a member of the Board of Regents for purposes of exercising the powers and duties of the Board of Regents or for purposes of legal liability.  The student advisory member shall be eligible for travel reimbursement in the same manner as the members of the Board of Regents.  The term of the student advisory member shall be one (1) year.  To be eligible, the student advisory member shall be attending an institution governed by the Board of Regents and be enrolled in at least twelve (12) semester credit hours.
SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  The Secretary of State shall refer to the people for their approval or rejection, as and in the manner provided by law, the following proposed amendment to Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <8> of Article  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Article No.> <XIII> of the Constitution of the State of Oklahoma to read as follows:

Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <8>.  A.  The government of the University of Oklahoma shall be vested in a Board of Regents consisting of seven members to be appointed by the Governor by and with the advice and consent of the Senate.  The term of said members shall be for seven years, except and provided that the appointed members of the Board of Regents in office at the time of the adoption of this amendment as now provided by law shall continue in office during the term for which they were appointed, and thereafter as provided herein.
Appointments for filling vacancies occurring on said Board shall be made by the Governor with advice and consent of the Senate and said appointments to fill vacancies shall be for the residue of the term only.
Members of the Board of Regents of the University of Oklahoma shall be subject to removal from office only as provided by law for the removal of elective officers not liable to impeachment.

B.  In addition to the seven members, the Governor shall appoint with the advice and consent of the Senate one person to serve as the student advisory member to the Board of Regents of the University of Oklahoma.  The student advisory member shall be a nonvoting, advisory member of the Board of Regents and shall represent the viewpoint and interests of the students.  The student advisory member shall have all privileges to speak and participate in the meetings and activities of the Board of Regents but shall not be considered a member of the Board of Regents for purposes of exercising the powers and duties of the Board of Regents or for purposes of legal liability.  The student advisory member shall be eligible for travel reimbursement in the same manner as the members of the Board of Regents.  The term of the student advisory member shall be one (1) year.  To be eligible, the student advisory member shall be attending an institution governed by the Board of Regents and be enrolled in at least twelve (12) semester credit hours.
SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  The Secretary of State shall refer to the people for their approval or rejection, as and in the manner provided by law, the following proposed amendment to Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <1> of Article  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Article No.> <XIII-B> of the Constitution of the State of Oklahoma to read as follows:

Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <1>.  A.  There is hereby created a Board to be known as the Board of Regents of Oklahoma Colleges, and shall consist of nine (9) members to be appointed by the Governor, by and with the consent of the Senate.  The Governor shall appoint one (1) member to serve for one (1) year, one (1) member to serve for two (2) years, one (1) member to serve for three (3) years, one (1) member to serve for four (4) years, one (1) member to serve for five (5) years, one (1) member to serve for six (6) years, one (1) member to serve for seven (7) years, one (1) member to serve for eight (8) years, and one (1) member to serve for nine (9) years.  Provided that one (1) member shall come from each Congressional District and the ninth (9th) member shall be the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. Their successors shall be appointed for a term of nine (9) years, and such appointments shall be made within ninety (90) days after the term expires.  Vacancies shall be filled by the Governor within ninety (90) days after the vacancy occurs.  Each member of the Board, except the State Superintendent shall receive as compensation the sum of Ten ($10.00) Dollars per day, not to exceed sixty (60) days in any fiscal year while he is actually engaged in the performance of duties, and he shall also be allowed the necessary travel expenses as approved by the Board and paid in the manner provided by law.  The Board shall elect a president and vice‑president who shall perform such duties as the Board directs. No executive board meetings shall be held at any time unless such executive session is ordered by a unanimous vote of the Board.  The personnel of the Board of Regents of the Oklahoma Colleges shall not include more than two (2) members from any one profession, vocation, or occupation.  No member of the Board shall be eligible to be an officer, supervisor, president, instructor, or employee of any of the colleges set forth herein within two (2) years from the date of expiration of his the term of the member.  Any If any member who fails to attend a board meeting more than two (2) consecutive meetings without the consent of a majority of the Board, his the office shall be declared vacant by the Governor and his a successor shall be appointed as provided herein.  

B.  In addition to the nine members, the Governor shall appoint with the advice and consent of the Senate one person to serve as the student advisory member to the Board of Regents of Oklahoma Colleges.  The student advisory member shall be a nonvoting, advisory member of the Board of Regents and shall represent the viewpoint and interests of the students.  The student advisory member shall have all privileges to speak and participate in the meetings and activities of the Board of Regents but shall not be considered a member of the Board of Regents for purposes of exercising the powers and duties of the Board of Regents or for purposes of legal liability. SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  The Secretary of State shall refer to the people for their approval or rejection, as and in the manner provided by law, the following proposed amendment to the Constitution of the State of Oklahoma by adding a new Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <9> to Article  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Article No.> <XIII> thereof, to read as follows:

The Legislature shall enact laws providing for the appointment by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate one student member for each board of regents of a higher education institution with The Oklahoma State System of Higher Education that has been created by law.  The student advisory member shall be a nonvoting, advisory member of the board of regents and shall represent the viewpoint and interests of the students.  The student advisory member shall have all privileges to speak and participate in the meetings and activities of the board of regents but shall not be considered a member of the board of regents for purposes of exercising the powers and duties of the board of regents or for purposes of legal liability.  The student advisory member shall be eligible for travel reimbursement in the same manner as the members of the board of regents.  The term of the student advisory member shall be one (1) year.  To be eligible, the student advisory member shall be attending an institution governed by the board of regents and be enrolled in at least twelve (12) semester credit hours.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  The Ballot Title for the proposed Constitutional amendments as set forth in SECTIONS  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <1, 2, 3 and 4> of this resolution shall be in the following form:

THE GIST OF THE PROPOSITION IS AS FOLLOWS:

This measure amends the Oklahoma Constitution.  It amends Section 31a of Article 6.  This section creates the Board of Regents for the Oklahoma Agricultural and Mechanical Colleges.  It amends Section 8 of Article 13.  This section creates the Board of Regents of the University of Oklahoma.  And it amends Section 1 of Article 13-B.  This section creates the Board of Regents of Oklahoma Colleges.  This measure adds a student advisory member to the three boards of regents.  The student advisory member would be a nonvoting member.  The student advisory member could attend and participate in meetings.  But the student advisory member would not have the same power and liability as other members of the board of regents.  The student advisory member would serve for one year.  They could receive travel reimbursement.  The student advisory member would have to be a student and meet certain other qualifications.  This measure also adds a new section to the Constitution.  This measure would allow laws to be enacted.  The laws would add student advisory members to other boards of regents.
