<StartFT>An Act relating to schools; requiring students enrolled in certain grades to have certification of a completed physical examination; granting extension for submission of certification; requiring physical examination to be conducted by certain persons; listing required examinations and tests; allowing an exemption for certain reasons; directing the State Department of Health to develop standardized physical examination form and a statewide registry; requiring the form to be suitable for duplication; requiring the statewide registry to be posted on the Internet; directing the State Board of Health to adopt rules; directing school districts to notify certain parents and guardians of requirements; directing the State Board of Education to adopt rules; providing for codification; and providing an effective date. <EndFT>
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <1210.196> of Title  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <70>, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  Beginning with the 2008-2009 school year, the parent or guardian of each student enrolled in second grade and eighth grade at a public school in the state shall provide by the first day of the school year certification of a completed physical examination to school personnel.  The physical examination shall have been completed within the previous twelve (12) months.  The parent or guardian of a student who does not have certification of a completed physical examination by the first day of school shall have ninety calendar (90) days in which to submit the certification. 

B.  The physical examination required in subsection A of this section shall be conducted by a licensed physician, authorized representative of the State Department of Health, or by personnel listed on a statewide registry maintained by the State Department of Health.  The physical examination shall include but shall not be limited to:

1.  A health history; 

2.  Vision and hearing evaluation; 

3.  Hematocrit or hemoglobin tests; 

4.  Measurement of blood pressure; 

5.  Measurement of height and weight;

6.  Asthma screening; and 

7.  Diabetes screening.

C.  A student shall be exempt from the physical examination requirements of subsection A of this section if the parent or guardian of the student submits a written statement declaring that:

1.  The physical examination conflicts with the moral or religious tenets of the student or the parent or guardian of the student; or  

2.  The parent or guardian of the student objects to the physical examination of the student.

D.  The State Department of Health in conjunction with the Oklahoma State Medical Association, the Oklahoma Osteopathic Association, and the Oklahoma Academy of Family Practice, shall develop a standardized physical examination form to be used when conducting physical examinations required in subsection A of this section.  The form shall be suitable for duplication by the persons conducting the physical examination.

E.  The State Department of Health shall establish and maintain a statewide registry which lists personnel qualified to conduct the physical examinations.  The statewide registry shall be posted and maintained on an Internet website for the Department.  The State Board of Health shall adopt rules necessary to carry out the provisions of this section. 

F.  School districts shall notify parents or guardians of students who enroll in second or eighth grade for the 2008-2009 school year and each school year thereafter of the requirements of this section.

G.  The State Board of Education shall adopt rules necessary to carry out the provisions of this section.
