<StartFT>An Act relating to prisons and reformatories; making an appropriation to the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education; stating purpose of the appropriation; requiring establishment of assessment evaluation program for inmates; requiring assessments and training be provided by the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education; providing procedures for assessment evaluations; authorizing designation or employment of certain personnel; exempting program participants from paying certain fee; providing for promulgation of rules; providing for codification; and providing an effective date. <EndFT>
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  There is hereby appropriated to the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education from any monies not otherwise appropriated from the General Revenue Fund of the State Treasury the sum of One Hundred Twenty-five Thousand Dollars ($125,000.00) or so much thereof as may be necessary to employ a coordinator whose responsibilities shall include oversight over all Skill Center driver education programs.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <510.11> of Title  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <57>, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  The Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education shall establish a program to ensure that inmates who are Skill Center students and  who are without a valid driver license shall have the opportunity to receive assessment evaluations consisting of the Driver Risk Inventory II,  Addiction Severity Index, and other assessments as approved by the Department of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services for driver evaluation.  The Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education shall also provide to the students an alcohol and drug substance abuse course taught by a state certified DUI assessor.

B.  Following an evaluation of a student, any recommendations provided by the assessment evaluation must be completed by the student before an Oklahoma driver license may be reissued.  Upon completion of all requirements provided in the assessment evaluation, a completion certificate shall be issued to the student for presentation to the Department of Public Safety for driver license reinstatement.
C.  The Department of Career and Technology Education shall designate or employ a coordinator to provide oversight over all Skill Center driver education programs.

D.  Any student receiving assessment evaluations and attending alcohol and drug substance abuse courses shall not be required to pay the enrollment fee specified in Section 3-453 of Title 43A of the Oklahoma Statutes.

E.  The Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education shall promulgate and adopt rules, regulations and procedures as is necessary to implement the provisions of this section.
