<StartFT>An Act relating to amusements and sports; amending  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <3A> O.S. 2001, Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <205>, as amended by Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <2>, Chapter  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Chapter No.> <274>, O.S.L. 20 MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Year> <06> ( MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <3A> O.S. Supp. 2006, Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <205>), which relates to licenses; requiring certain health papers; providing for quarantine; providing for forfeiture; establishing venue; and providing an effective date. <EndFT>
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

AMENDATORY      MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <3A> O.S. 2001, Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <205>, as amended by Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <2>, Chapter  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Chapter No.> <274>, O.S.L. 20 MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Year> <06> ( MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <3A> O.S. Supp. 2006, Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <205>), is amended to read as follows:

Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <205>.  A.  No person shall conduct a horse race where the public is charged any type of fee for admission, parking, or to race a horse without a valid organization license issued pursuant to the provisions of the Oklahoma Horse Racing Act.

B.  Any person violating the provision of this section, upon conviction, shall be guilty of a felony and shall be fined not more than Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) or be imprisoned for a period of not more than ten (10) years or both said fine and imprisonment.
C.  All horses entering into any racing enclosure shall have current Coggins Test results for Equine Infectious Anemia signed by a licensed veterinarian.  All health papers shall accompany any horse to and from any racing enclosure.  All horses that attempt to enter any racing enclosure without current and valid health papers shall be quarantined at the expense of the owner until such time as a state-licensed veterinarian certifies the health of the horse quarantined at the expense of the owner.

D.  All monies and property seized from any illegal horse race shall be forfeited to the Law Enforcement Division of the Oklahoma Horse Racing Commission to be used for training and equipment after a hearing before the district court of the county in which the illegal horse race occurred.
