BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 24-100c of Title 70, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  Contingent on the availability of funding, the State Department of Education shall establish a School Nurse Pilot Program to assist school districts with the ability to provide certified school nurses to provide prevention, health education, and school health services.  The State Department of Education shall designate a School Health Epidemiologist to coordinate the pilot program and provide the required training and support to pilot schools selected to participate in the program.

B.  A minimum of ten pilot schools shall be selected each year as follows:

1.  Two schools shall be selected from each quadrant of the state;

2.  One school shall be selected from the Tulsa metropolitan area;

3.  One school shall be selected from the Oklahoma City metropolitan area; and

4.  Additional pilot schools may be selected as provided in paragraphs 1 through 3 of this subsection if funds are available.

C.  Pilot schools selected shall be awarded funding for a period of three (3) years to provide for the salary and benefits to employ a certified school nurse along with training and support for the program.

D.  Schools that meet the following criteria shall be eligible to apply for the School Nurse Pilot Program:

1.  The school does not employ an on-site certified school nurse; and

2.  The school does not have in place any in-district or collaborative health initiatives with outside entities such as county health departments, tribal entities, or other agencies collaborating with schools to provide school health programs.

E.  Schools selected for the School Nurse Pilot Program shall employ a certified school nurse with funds awarded and agree to participate in all components of the three-year program, which shall include the following:

1.  Year one activities:

a.
assessment, to include:

(1)
administration of school health index, and

(2)
collection of data on student obesity, chronic health conditions, health screenings, number and type of health education classes taught, number of students with Individualized Education Programs, Individual Health Care Plans, or 504 Accommodation Plans,

b.
planning, to include:

(1)
coordination of Healthy and Fit School Advisory Committee,

(2)
serving as liaison with school organizations, such as the parent-teacher association,

(3)
improvement of school health index and plan,

(4)
establishment of guidelines for ongoing program evaluation, and

(5)
development of school district health policies, and

c.
training, to include training of school staff on cardiopulmonary resuscitation, first aid, bloodborne pathogens, wellness, chronic health conditions, child abuse recognition and reporting, district health policies, medication administration, school health index improvement and work plan, and training for special needs students,

2.  Year two activities:

a.
implementation of the school health plan, to include:

(1)
development of evaluation tool for school health plan, and

(2)
provision of coordinated school health program to include the following components:

(a)
school health services,

(b)
physical education and other physical activity programs, working with physical education teachers,

(c)
nutrition education and services, working with dietitians,

(d)
health education,

(e)
school health safety policies and environment,

(f)
school counseling, psychological, and social services, working with school counselors, school psychologists, and psychometrists,

(g)
health promotion for staff, and

(h)
family and community involvement, and

b.
establishment and fostering of community partnerships, to include:

(1)
Turning Point Council,

(2)
Department of Human Services,

(3)
health care providers and agencies,

(4)
businesses,

(5)
faith-based communities, and

(6)
mental health services, and

c.
continuance of data collection and evaluation as in year one, and

3.  Year three activities:

a.
continue plan, and

b.
evaluate using a formal process through the school health epidemiologist.

F.  The State Board of Education shall promulgate rules necessary to implement the provisions of this section.
SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <1210.200> of Title  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <70>, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  Contingent upon the availability of federal funding or donations from private organizations or persons made for this purpose, each school district shall make automated external defibrillators, as defined in Section 5A of Title 76 of the Oklahoma Statutes, available at each school site in the district.  The school district may also make automated external defibrillators available at each high school athletic practice or competition in the district.
B.  Any school district that makes automated external defibrillators available in schools or on school district property shall require any person who is authorized to use the device to successfully complete appropriate training in the use of the automated external defibrillator and cardiopulmonary resuscitation as set forth in Section 5A of Title 76 of the Oklahoma Statutes.

C.  Any school district that makes automated external defibrillators available in schools or on school district property and complies with the provisions or Section 5A of Title 76 of the Oklahoma Statutes shall be immune from civil liability for personal injury which results from the use of the device, except for acts of gross negligence or willfull wanton misconduct.

D.  The State Department of Education shall develop and make available to school districts a list of private organizations or persons willing to make donations or that have resources available to schools for this purpose, federal programs or grants, and any other source of funding that school districts may use to purchase automated external defibrillators.  The Department shall also provide public recognition for private organizations or persons that provide funding to school districts for the purpose of purchasing automated external defibrillators.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  This act shall become effective July 1, 2007.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  It being immediately necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage and approval.
