<StartFT>An Act relating to public health; creating the Oklahoma State Diabetes Commission; providing for membership; specifying purpose; providing for administration of the Commission; providing for duties; providing for report; authorizing funding; providing for termination of Commission under certain circumstances; providing for codification; providing an effective date. <EndFT>
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <1-570.1> of Title  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <63>, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  There is hereby established within the State Department of Health the “Oklahoma State Diabetes Commission”.  The Commission shall consist of at least ten members that are residents of this state.  The members of the council shall include, but not be limited to:

1.  The Director of the State Department of Health, or a designee, who shall serve as Chair of the Commission;

2.  Two physicians, one with expertise and experience in the treatment of childhood diabetes and one with expertise and experience in the treatment of adult onset diabetes, to be appointed by the State Board of Medical Licensure and Supervision;

3.  Two health care professionals with expertise and experience in the prevention, treatment, and control of diabetes, to be appointed by the Governor;

4.  One representative of the American Diabetes Association, to be appointed by the Governor;

5.  One representative of a voluntary health organization or advocacy group with an interest in the prevention, treatment, and control of diabetes, to be appointed by the Governor;

6.  Three members of the public who have been diagnosed with diabetes, to be appointed by the Governor; and
7.  Any additional members deemed necessary and appropriate by the Director of the State Department of Health, to be appointed by the Governor.
B.  Members of the Commission shall be appointed by November 1, 2006.  Of the members first appointed to the council, six members shall serve a term of two (2) years, and four members shall serve a term of one (1) year, and thereafter, members shall serve a term of two (2) years.  Any additional members deemed necessary by the Director under paragraph 7 of subsection A of this section shall serve a term of one (1) year.  Members shall continue to serve until their successor is duly appointed and qualified.  Any vacancy on the Commission shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment.

C.  Members shall serve without compensation but shall be reimbursed in accordance with the State Travel Reimbursement Act for reasonable and necessary expenses actually incurred in the performance of the official duties of the members.

D.  The State Department of Health shall provide administrative support and staff as necessary for the effective operation of the Commission with existing resources.

E.  Meetings shall be held at least every ninety (90) days or at the call of the Commission Chair.

F.  The Commission shall:

1.  Hold public hearings to gather information from the general public on issues pertaining to prevention, treatment, and control of diabetes in this state;

2.  Develop a statewide strategy for the prevention, treatment, and control of diabetes;

3.  Examine the needs of adults, children, racial and ethnic minorities, and medically underserved populations that have diabetes;

4.  Identify the roles and responsibilities of health care professionals in the prevention and control of diabetes; and 

5.  Provide an annual report on the activities of the Commission to the Director of the State Department of Health, the Speaker of the Oklahoma House of Representatives, the President Pro Tempore of the State Senate, and the Governor by February 1 of every year.

G.  The State Department of Health may accept on behalf of the Commission any federal funds, gifts, and donations from individuals, private organizations, and foundation, and any other funds that may become available.

H.  The Commission shall continue until November 1, 2009, in accordance with the provisions of the Oklahoma Sunset Law.
