<StartFT>An Act relating to schools; creating the Student Athlete Steroid and Drug Testing Pilot Program; stating purpose of the Program; requiring inclusion of certain student athletes; directing the State Board of Education to develop and implement the Program; directing the Board to work with the Oklahoma Coaches Association; providing for the award of a grant to the Association for testing; making grant contingent on certain conditions; listing requirements for the grant recipient; requiring the Board to comply with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act; requiring the Board to issue a report; authorizing the Board to seek and contract for assistance; directing the Board to adopt rules; defining certain terms; directing the Board to develop and implement a steroid use education program; stating purpose of the education program; specifying components of the education program; granting school districts authority to determine implementation of the education program; defining term; directing the Board to solicit proposals for and make grants to school districts for steroid and drug testing pilot projects; stating authorized use of funds; requiring the Board to determine criteria and a proposal process; requiring matching funds; providing for statewide competitive consideration of proposals; providing for distribution and duration of grants; directing the Board to adopt rules; defining terms; providing for codification; and providing an effective date. <EndFT>
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 24-138.1 of Title 70, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  There is hereby created the Student Athlete Steroid and Drug Testing Pilot Program.  The purpose of the Pilot Program shall be to establish a steroid and drug testing program for student athletes who are participating in the All State Games sponsored by the Oklahoma Coaches Association to determine the prevalence of steroid and drug use among student athletes in the state.  The Pilot Program shall include both male and female student athletes in each sport included in the All State Games.

B.  The State Board of Education shall develop and implement the Pilot Program.  The Board shall work with the Oklahoma Coaches Association in establishing the testing program.  Contingent upon the appropriation of funding, the Board shall award a grant to the Oklahoma Coaches Association for the steroid and drug testing of student athletes participating in the All State Games.  The grant shall be contingent upon the Association making testing mandatory for all student athletes participating in the All State Games.  As part of the requirements for the grant, the Board shall require the Association to notify each school district in which each student athlete is enrolled about the testing program.  The Association shall also develop information packets about the testing program to be distributed to the student athlete and their parents or guardians.  Prior to the competition, the Association shall contact each student athlete to arrange the time and place for the testing.  

C.  In implementing the Pilot Program and in reporting test results, the Board shall comply with the provisions of the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act. 

D.  By January 1 of each year, the Board shall issue a report summarizing the results of the steroid and drug testing program.

E.  As necessary to implement the Pilot Program, the Board may seek technical assistance and contract with specialists to carry out the provisions of this section.  

F.  The Board shall adopt rules to implement the provisions of this section.  

G.  As used in this section, “steroid” means anabolic steroids, including those administered orally or by injection, except for those prescribed by a doctor for medicinal purposes.

H.  As used in this section “drug” means a controlled dangerous substance as defined in the Uniform Controlled Dangerous Substances Act. 

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <24-138.2> of Title  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <70>, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  By July 1, 2007, if funds are available the State Board of Education shall develop and implement a steroid use education program.  The purpose of the education program is to teach students about the adverse and dangerous effects of the abuse of steroids.

B.  The State Department of Education shall:

1.  Establish guidelines, criteria, and a curriculum for steroid education programs and for the teaching of steroid abuse issues in school districts; 

2.  Establish model policies for steroid abuse issues, including but not limited to policies for disciplinary actions and referral for services; 

3.  Develop guidelines and criteria to encourage teachers and administrators to receive professional development training on steroid abuse issues; and 

4.  Provide a clearinghouse accessible to school districts that will provide information about steroid abuse prevention, curricula, and programs.  The clearinghouse information and resources shall be made available on the web site for the Department.  

C.  Each school district shall determine the materials to be used and means of implementation of steroid abuse curriculum and programs, and the ages and times at which students receive instruction about steroid abuse.  

D.  As used in this section, “steroid” means anabolic steroids, including those administered orally or by injection, except for those prescribed by a doctor for medicinal purposes.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Section No.> <24-138.3> of Title  MACROBUTTON "FreeForm" <Title No.> <70>, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  The State Board of Education shall solicit proposals for and, if funds are available, make grants to local boards of education for the establishment of pilot projects that would aid the school district in implementing a steroid and drug testing program for student athletes in the school district.  Funding may cover the start-up cost of developing the testing program and administering the tests.  

B.  The Board shall determine pilot project criteria and establish a process for the consideration of proposals.  School districts awarded grants shall be required to provide matching funds in an amount to be determined by the Board.  Proposals for pilot projects shall be considered on a statewide competitive basis.  Grants shall be distributed to both urban and rural school districts and large and small school districts.  To the extent funds are available, each grant shall be for not less than three (3) years.

C.  The Board shall adopt rules to implement the provisions of this section. 

D.  As used in this section, “steroid” means anabolic steroids, including those administered orally or by injection, except for those prescribed by a doctor for medicinal purposes.

E.  As used in this section “drug” means a controlled dangerous substance as defined in the Uniform Controlled Dangerous Substances Act.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  This act shall become effective January 1, 2007.
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
