TOPIC OF THE PROPOSAL:

Domestic Violence and Child Endangerment Intervention by use of Court Ordered Judicial Danger Assessment Reviews  
EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL:

Experts in the field of domestic violence and child abuse prevention are reporting the need for judges to perform standardized danger assessment reviews of those charged with related crimes. 

Creek County has added this measure and the interim study would review the feasibility of requiring this statewide: criteria, training for judges and determining appropriate procedure for authorizing requests for assessments. 
Presently, Oklahoma law allows GPS tracking devices to be applied as ankle bracelets to those charged with related crimes, and who are awaiting trial, but this option is rarely used and there is apparently no standardized method for determining who is likely to reoffend/commit homicide pending trial and dispensation.
