HB1700 Cash and Counseling: Self Directed In-Home Nursing Care 
EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL:

Now in place in fifteen states, the Cash and Counseling self directed in-home nursing care program has been a successful model enabling seniors eligible for Medicaid funded services to receive care and remain in their own homes. 
            The advantages over other existing programs include flexibility and speed in adjusting 

            services to changing needs as well as an enormous savings in allocated dollars for service 

            as a result of eliminating or reducing the need for middle management staffing agencies.

            In committee during the ’09 session, HB1700 was considered an important possible 

            addendum to our state’s existing senior/disabled health care infrastructure and unanimous 

            agreement was reached as to the need for interim study to determine best application 

            methods and practices. There is also a time incentive factor with the state of Arkansas          

            now offering free training for our Oklahoma state employees charged with oversight,  

            should the program be put in place within the near future. Arkansas’s Division of Adult 

            and Aging Services is currently training employees in the state of Missouri as they 

            prepare to implement Cash and Counseling.
