TOPIC OF THE PROPOSAL:

OK Mineral Industry Development Project: geo-survey upon state lands for the purpose of establishing “value added” mining and manufacturing.
EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL:

From preliminary data, Oklahoma is known to possess important mineral deposits such as gypsum, lignite, bentonite, iodine and brine water as well as valuable rock and gravel to include flagstone. 
A comprehensive geological survey must be conducted before investment opportunities can be realized. State agencies have been charged with the duty of performing such a survey, but adequate funding has yet to be appropriated. 

           To facilitate such a survey and subsequent inventory, as a pre-requisite to the  

           establishment of mineral related business and industry, an interim study is needed

           to explore the various Federal grants and private capital opportunities available.
           As a state enrichment project, included in the discussion would be a review of all potential 
           state lands to be considered as well as value added practices and best applications          

           to maximize return on investment for Oklahomans.
