 Review of U.S. Building Code Severe Weather Modifications -

Assessing the Three Major Storm Shelter Designs 

EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL:

The proposed interim study will examine existing building codes and potential modifications for commercial and residential structures that have been instituted recently throughout the U.S. in response to the type of severe weather outbreaks such as the tragic events affecting Chickasha, El Reno, Piedmont and other cities and towns throughout Oklahoma. 
The study will also compare costs, building and maintenance challenges versus the safety and efficacy data for the three major storm shelter designs: outdoor concrete shelter, above ground safe rooms and underground garage units. 
           Insurance Commissioner Doak is now asking the legislature to consider tax credits for           

           those who would install additions or make improvements to their storm safe areas.
           In this economic environment, we cannot afford to depend on any one formula for
           reaching our goal of safe shelter for all, thus a review of all options, in addition

           to credits, must be explored in order to prevent further tragic loss of life.
