TOPIC OF THE PROPOSAL:

Common Law Marriage Issues & Potential End to Legal Recognition

EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL:

Rep. Grau requests an interim study regarding the legal and societal affects of Common Law Marriage, as well as the issues surrounding its potential abolishment in the State.  Oklahoma is one of only a handful of states that still recognizes common law marriage.  Attempts have been made by the Legislature and courts to restrict common law marriage in the past.  The Legislature would be well served by studying common law marriage and how best to implement an end to legal recognition of it without prejudicing those citizens who may already be common law married.
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
