· The university and some departments offer free tutoring.

· Math is important because it teaches deductive reasoning.

· Thirty-three percent of students have to be remediated. Seminole State College is an open enrollment institution meaning it must take all students who want to enroll.

· To help students, the university offers compressed classes which allows students to take two classes at the same time.

· A grant has helped the college set up Native American learning communities. Twenty-five percent of students are Native American. Students take at least three classes together which encourages working together and study groups.

· The college does six-week grade checks to determine early whether students are in danger of failing.
