Probable costs and benefits to the agency

Description of probable costs and benefits to the agency and to any other agency of the implementation and enforcement of the proposed rule.  The source of revenue to be used for implementation and enforcement of the proposed rule.  Any anticipated effect on state revenues.  To include a projected net loss or gain in state revenues if it can be projected by the agency.
Economic impact on political subdivisions

Determination whether implementation of the proposed rule may have an economic impact on any political subdivisions or require their cooperation in implementing or enforcing the rule.  Description of probable economic impact of the proposed rule upon affected political subdivisions.
Adverse economic impact on small business

Determination whether implementation of the proposed rule may have an adverse economic effect on small business as provided by the Oklahoma Small Business Regulatory Flexibility Act.
Measures to minimize compliance costs

Explanation of the measures taken to minimize compliance costs.  Determination whether there are less costly or non-regulatory methods or less intrusive methods for achieving the purpose of the proposed rule.
Effect on public health, safety and environment

Determination of the effect of the proposed rule on the public health, safety and environment.  If the proposed rule is designed to reduce significant risks to the public health, safety and environment, an explanation of the nature of the risk and to what extent the proposed rule will reduce the risk.
Possible detrimental effect

Determination of any detrimental effect on the public health, safety and environment if the proposed rule is not implemented.
