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Second Regular Session of the Fifty-first Legislature

Fourth Legislative Day, Thursday, February 7, 2008

The House was called to order by Speaker Pro Tempore Blackwell.
The roll was called with 98 Members present.

The Speaker Pro Tempore declared a quorum present.

Prayer was offered by Dr. Tony Nickel, First Baptist Church of Harrah, Harrah.
Dr. Nickel was sponsored by Representative Cargill.

Upon motion of Representative Thompson, Dr. Nickel was confirmed as House
Chaplain for this legislative day.

REMARKS

Ask, ‘Is there anything in our decision-making process which contradicts
God’s Word?” Second Timothy 3:16-17 says, “All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful
for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may
be thoroughly equipped for every good work.’

As we seek our Lord God, He will guide us in what we should do. God’s way is
always the best way. It is when we ignore God’s inerrant truth and choose to follow our
own way that things go wrong.

As you strive to do what is best for your constituents and for the great State of
Oklahoma, if a decision cannot pass through God’s Word, please start over, and seek God’s
direction.

Too often, I hear those running for office or currently holding an office say that their
faith will not interfere with the manner in which they will govern. My question to this is,
‘What good is your faith if it doesn’t influence your decisions?” Faith in the Lord is
intended to impact each aspect of our lives, not to be dichotomized. The book of James
states that true faith produces good results. | encourage you to employ your Biblically-
based faith in every facet of your lives.

Joshua 1:7 says, ‘Be strong and very courageous. Be careful to obey all the law my
servant Moses gave you; do not turn from it to the right or to the left, that you may be
successful wherever you go.” As you do, our state and nation will be blessed by God.
