TOPIC OF THE PROPOSAL:  Addressing Abandoned and Neglected Properties
EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL: A recent survey conducted by the Tulsa Community Foundation determined that beautification and renewal ranked as  
HB 1893 the Abandoned and Neglected Properties Act is a request bill from the City of Tulsa and Mayor Dewey Bartlett, City of Tulsa’s Working In Neighborhoods Department, the University of Tulsa, and the Oklahoma Municipal League and it establishes new tools for bringing abandoned and neglected properties back into productive usage while preserving private property rights. Such a study would look at bringing the impacted parties and stakeholders to the table to bring attention, support, and discussion for how best to formulate policies that promote the public health, economic, and quality of life elements related to a proactive handling of blight and damaged property.
